CAPPIELLO, Jr., Frank A., 90, of Baltimore, Maryland, was born on January
5, 1926 and died on March 19, 2016. He is survived by his wife of 61 years,
Marie Rhodes Cappiello; son Frank R. Cappiello; daughters Annmarie C.
Graham (Tim) and Elaine C. Sutton (Trib); grandchildren Robert and Will
Graham and Jack and Rahily Sutton; and sister Theresa C. Castellano. He
was preceded in death by his brother, William E. Cappiello. He was born and
raised in Trenton, NJ. He was a graduate of Notre Dame University and
Harvard Business School. He served in the United States Navy in World War
II and the United States Marine Corps in Korea. He was awarded the Navy
Combat Action Ribbon. He began his professional career at Virginia Electric
and Power Company (VEPCO) in Richmond, VA. He was an analyst and then
Research Director at the brokerage firm Alex. Brown & Sons in Baltimore, MD.
He was Chief Investment Officer at Monumental Life Insurance Co. in
Baltimore, MD and, while there, started a new division called Monumental
Capital Management. For more than 20 years, he was President of
McCullough, Andrews & Cappiello, Inc., an investment advisory firm. He was
most recently a principal in the investment advisory group Montgomery
Brothers, Cappiello, LLC. In 1970, he was an original panelist on the PBS
program Wall Street Week. He was a regular panelist and occasional host on
the program, which aired from 1970-2002. He was an occasional
commentator on other networks such as CNN and CNBC. He was a frequent
speaker for Fortune 500 companies and academic institutions. He was the



author of four investment books, the most popular of which was Finding The
Next Superstock. He was a former faculty member at Johns Hopkins
University and a Distinguished Visiting 
Professor of Finance at Loyola University Maryland. He was a longtime
communicant of St. Ignatius Church in Baltimore, MD.
