Born in Aberdeen, MD, on
June 25, 1931, Bill was a proud graduate of McDonogh School, the Wharton School of the
University of Pennsylvania and Harvard Business School. After completing ROTC and
serving two years of active duty in the Army during the Korean War, Bill had a
distinguished banking career with the Equitable Trust Co from 1957-1983, which included
serving as its President and COO, before focusing his career on investment banking. Bill
taught evening banking classes at Johns Hopkins University, and served on multiple
boards including McDonogh School, Capital Funding Group, March of Dimes, Glen
Meadows Retirement Community, Medical Mutual and the Baltimore Better Business
Bureau. He was an elder and served on the Board of Trustees of the Second Presbyterian
Church.

His pride for
Baltimore, McDonogh School, the Orioles and his family was immeasurable. His kind and
gentle manner, his brilliance and his humble nature will be remembered by all.
