Patrick J. Coughlin Ill, 66, died April 30 at the Capital Caring hospice in
Arlington, VA after a brief illness.

An Arlington, VA resident at the time of his death, Coughlin
previously lived in Washington, DC, Coronado and San Diego, CA and
Philadelphia, PA.
